Late Harvest Sauvignon Blanc 2008, 
Casablanca Valley

This sweet white has deep flavors of 
apricots and red apples. The super-ripe 
fruit and notes of candied spice balance 
the wine’s acidity, which holds it firm and 
guarded. Serve it with an unsweetened 
fruit tart.

Our Sauvignon Blanc

93 points 
Reserva Sauvignon Blanc 2010, 
Casablanca Valley

This is a subtle Casablanca sauvignon 
with floral and citrus notes that 
accompany the wine on its trajectory 
through the finish. The juicy flavors 
have a hint of bitterness, like grapefruit 
along with the snap of green apples that 
comes on to brighten the end.
